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Factors for Operating Revenue Revision and Countermeasures

Amid lower-than-expected operating revenue in the OTA business, we worked to secure profits by promoting cost reductions, including personnel expenses,
and productivity improvement measures. However, achieving productivity gains through operational efficiency improvements remains a work in progress. The
current reduction in personnel is delaying the expansion of services and products—the very source of our revenue growth—and is also a factor reducing

opportunities for increased earnings.

As outlined in our mid-term plan, to enhance the profitability of the OTA business, we are continuing to leverage technology to improve productivity. We are
transitioning our structure to optimize the balance between efficiency and profitability.
